The Pope and the Snowman works on two levels. For children, it is an entertaining holiday story that enables young people to see possibilities they may have never considered, such as how their personal efforts, combined with those of others, can make a big difference for those in need. For adults, the book is a meditation on personal integrity -- on the importance of practicing what one preaches. 
For over 35 years, Dr. Coleman has been a minister and community activist who advocates for children and youth in Kansas City, Missouri. He is also pastor of Pilgrim Chapel, a public chapel open to people of all faiths. The Pope and the Snowman was influenced in part by a trip he made to Ethiopia in 1986 as part of an international response to the famine in that country.
